	St. Francis de Sales Parish Financial Update to Parishioners
	needs will prevent more costly repairs later. The parish expects to pay at least $40,000 for urgent roofing and masonry repairs later in the year.  Our pipe organ, one of the largest in the Archdiocese of Philadelphia, is operating beyond its expected lifespan and  remains on “borrowed time” without substantial restoration. We are deeply grateful to the Wyncote Foundation for a  $12,000 grant to partially fund the restoration of the “trumpet en chamade”, the horizontal trumpets that are one of  the most powerful voices of the instrument. We hope this project will mark the first phase of a longer-term effort and  serve as a visible example of what is possible in the years ahead. A full overhaul of the organ, estimated at more  than $1 million, would be a significant multi-year undertaking requiring additional grants and dedicated fundraising.  We are also committed to sustaining and strengthening our faith formation programs. Formation of our children  and families is central to our mission as a parish. Ensuring adequate funding for catechetical materials,  programming, and support for those who serve in this ministry remains a priority as we look ahead. The parish depends almost entirely on the consistent generosity of its parishioners. Continued faithful giving, at  whatever level is possible for each household, truly makes a difference. We are grateful for your stewardship, your  faith, and your commitment to our parish community. With careful planning, steady generosity, and a shared sense  of mission, we can preserve and strengthen St. Francis de Sales for years to come.
