Dear Saint Dorothy Family, 

 

The author of the Book of Exodus reminds 
us today about the lack of faith and trust of 

the Israelites.  They have been especially chosen to be the 
People of God.  They have experienced rescue from the land 
of slavery and are now journeying toward the Promised 
Land.  During the journey they are led through the desert.  
The desert can be a frightening place and today’s passage 
exhibits the fright of the Israelites.  They are tired, they are 
thirsty, and they are losing their patience.  It gets so bad that 
they wish they were back in the land of slavery.  They begin 
to ask the question: “Is the Lord in our midst or not?”    
 

     As you and I journey through this Lenten season and 
through our personal lives we, too, like the Israelites 
complain and ask the same question, “is the Lord in our midst 
or not?”  We have plenty of complaints.  God, I have prayed 
for healing for my son and you have never responded.  Lord, 
I have asked for freedom from this particular addiction and 
you have ignored my request.  Lord, I need a new job, Lord I 
feel so alone, Lord, are you in our midst or not? 
 

     The Lord did provide water for the Israelites because He 
promised to be with them and their journey.  Moses was able 
to draw water from a rock and most of us know this is 
impossible.  Rocks don’t bleed H2O.  Even in the midst of 
their trials and tribulations, God intervened.  Look at the 
rocks that have been placed in your lives.  Rather than 
cursing and stumbling over them I invite you to ask the Lord 
to bring forth solutions from the rocks of our sorrows.  
Believe and trust that God will answer and more importantly 
believe that our God is always in our midst of all of our 
problems.  
 

     Remember we celebrate the Stations of the Cross every 
Wednesday evening at 7:00 PM.  Please come along and walk 
the journey with our loving Savior.  We also celebrate daily 
Mass Monday through Friday at 7:00 AM and on Saturday at 
8:00 AM.
