Baptisms are held on Sundays at 12:15 PM, and both parents are required to attend a Pre-Jordan Program beforehand.
Godparents must be baptized Catholics, at least 16 years of age, and have received the sacraments of Eucharist and
Confirmation. They may not be the parent of the child being baptized. If married, they must be married in the Catholic
Church, regularly attending Mass on Sunday, and living their faith. If the godparents are not from St. Matthew Parish, they
must present a certificate of eligibility from their own parish. Requirements will be explained at the Pre-Jordan Class. Pre-
registration for the class is necessary Call the Rectory Monday through Friday between 9:00am and 4:30pm to
register.

	Baptism Baptisms are held on Sundays at 12:15 PM, and both parents are required to attend a Pre-Jordan Program beforehand. Godparents must be baptized Catholics, at least 16 years of age, and have received the sacraments of Eucharist and Confirmation. They may not be the parent of the child being baptized. If married, they must be married in the Catholic Church, regularly attending Mass on Sunday, and living their faith. If the godparents are not from St. Matthew Parish, they must present a certificate of eligibility from their own parish. Requirements will be explained at the Pre-Jordan Class. Pre-registration for the class is necessary Call the Rectory Monday through Friday between 9:00am and 4:30pm to register.
	Marriage The Sacrament of Matrimony is a holy covenant between a man, and a woman, entered into freely and solemnly before God. Engaged couples should set the marriage date with the Church at least six months in advance to allow enough time to attend the Pre-Cana Instructions, father all the proper documents, obtain any dispensations, and plan and prepare for the liturgical celebration.
