	May God bless us with eyes of love to see the resurrection of Jesus Christ as a daily event that brings newness of life in often unexpected ways.

	WHAT IS DIVINE MERCY SUNDAY                                CONT’D FROM PREVIOUS PAGE
	On February 22, 1931, Jesus appeared to St. Faustina while she was in her cell at the convent. During this vision, Jesus asked her to paint an image of how he appeared to her. In 1934, with the support of her spiritual director, St. Faustina commissioned a painting by Eugeniusz Kazimirowski depicting Jesus with two streams of light — one red and one white — coming from his heart with the signature “Jesus, I trust in You.” This is the image of Divine Mercy that we know today.
	Jesus also told her that he wanted the Divine Mercy image solemnly blessed on the first Sunday after Easter, and that Sunday would be known as the Feast of Mercy. Jesus promised complete forgiveness of sins for the soul that venerates the Divine Mercy image, confesses one’s sins and receives Holy Communion.
	According to St. Faustina’s diary, Jesus proclaimed, “Everything that exists has come from the very depths of My most tender mercy. Every soul in its relation to Me will contemplate My love and mercy throughout eternity. The Feast of Mercy emerged from My very depths of tenderness.”
	St. Faustina became known as the Secretary and the Apostle of Divine Mercy. At Jesus’ request, she kept copious notes of her visions and conversations with him, which were later published in Diary: Divine Mercy in My Soul.
	At just 33 years old, St. Faustina died of an illness believed to be tuberculosis. One of her final visions was his Divine Mercy being celebrated in her local chapel and, eventually, the rest of the world. With the help of several priests she had known and through the support of Pope Saint John Paul II, this vision was realized.
