SOMETHING
TO REFLECT UPON..

MAY 31, 2026

Today we celebrate the Solemnity of the Most
Holy Trinity, Father-Son-Holy Spirit.

This icon was painted in the early 15th century
by Russian master Andrei Rublev, and shows
the Most Holy Trinity.

It is the most celebrated icon in Eastern Ortho-
dox art. It depicts the biblical story of the "Hos-
pitality of Abraham” (Genesis 18), but it is used
also as a profound theological representation of
the three Persons of the Blessed Trinity.
Now | give you key descriptions and symbols of
this masterpiece.

The Three Persons: They represent God the
Father (left), Jesus Christ the Son (center), and
the Holy Spirit (right).

Mr. Rublev depicted them all as equals, sharing
identical facial features, halos, and heights to
symbolize their shared divine nature.
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Symbolic Garments: Each figure wears a color
representing their specific role:

God the Father (left): Shining gold and blue,
representing divine heaven and celestial glory.
God the Son (center): Deep red (humanity)
and rich blue (divinity), symbolizing Jesus
Christ’s Incarnation.

God the Holy Spirit (right): Blue and green,
representing the air, water, and "new life"
breathed into creation.

The seated bodies form an invisible, continuous
circle that leads the eye from one figure to the
next.

The Son (central) and Spirit (right) are bowing
their heads slightly toward the Father on the
left, showing the eternal flow of divine love and
mutual submission.

In the center of the table sits a chalice which
symbolizes the Holy Eucharist and Christ's ul-
timate sacrifice on the Cross.

The Background of the Icon shows:

House (left): The Heavenly City called also the
"House of the Father".

Tree (center) represents the Tree of Life and
the wooden Cross on which Jesus died.
Mountain (right) symbolizes spiritual ascent
and the majesty of the Earth.

[The original wood masterpiece is housed in a
museum in Moscow, Russia]

No one on earth is able to understand 100% the
Blessed Trinity, not even the angels. Jesus
Christ talked about Father and Son and Holy
Spirit as one God in three Persons.

They are not three Gods but One God.

In my wild imagination | see the word God as
the family name of Father-Son-Holy Spirit.
They are three different persons in one family.
Of course this is my own imagination!!!

In the Gospel, Jesus talks about the Father with
great love. He loved the Father and the Father
loved Him dearly. The Holy Spirit is the Love
that unites Father and Son.

At this point we need ONLY to believe, to make
an act of faith on what Jesus told us about his
Divine Family.

When we make the Sign of the Cross we enter
into the Blessed Trinity’s family as their faithful
children.

Most Holy Trinity, have mercy on us.
